POULTRY TESTING

Kansas Department of Agriculture has changed the
requirements on having poultry tested for County
Fairs. For birds exhibited at the county fair in the
Southwind Extension District that originate from
Kansas do not need to be tested before the fair until
2027. Birds will then be tested every 5 years. Now, if
your bird comes from out of state you will be required
to test within 90 days of the fair.

NATIONAL 4-H CONFERENCE

The National 4-H Conference is a working conference
in which youth and adults, at the invitation of the
Secretary of Agriculture, assist in the development of
recommendations to help guide 4-H Youth
Development programs nationally and in their
communities.

Youth will engage in educational activities to explore,
practice and master civic engagement skills and
personal development to make a difference in their
community, country and world. Any 4-H youth
member program age 15-18 may apply for the
opportunity to attend National 4-H Conference in
Washington D.C. area. The event is scheduled for April
19-24, 2024 in Arlington, Virginia.
