*NEW* 4-H FOODS & NUTRITION RULE FOR 
FROSTINGS & FILLINGS AT THE FAIR 
Please note that there is a *NEW* 4-H Foods & 
Nutrition Rule for the 2023 Kansas State Fair. The new 
rule is as follows:  For food safety purposes, any entries 
with frostings and fillings must calculate the amount of 
sugar in the frosting/filling recipe only. Calculation 
must be attached to entry, or the placing will be 
lowered one ribbon when judged. Frosting and fillings 
need to contain more than 65% sugar for safety.
