during the current 4-H Year.

e The Pin Application should NOT be attached to the MIG or PRR. Leaders are requested
to collect the Applications and submit them in a folder when the Record Books are
submitted.

e Leaders are also requested to look over the Pin Application for accuracy.

e Make sure each member turns in the Yearly Participation Summary.

e The Participation Summary should be attached to the front of the MIG.
